Make sure to have your Christmas tree 

on the curb by 7 am Monday morning 

on Jan 16, as they can come anytime 

during Jan 16 through Jan 20. Place the 

tree out on the curb where you normal-

ly place your trash cans, undecorated 

and unflocked (flocking is the artificial 

snow you can add to a tree). They’ll 

take care of the rest.

Years.  Normally there is a one-day de-

lay, but that will not be the case this 

year.

Utah State Treasurer David Damschen, 

announced that the State of Utah's Un-

claimed Property Division currently 

safeguards over $35 million in lost or 

abandoned property from residents and 

businesses with last known addresses in 

Utah County.  Of that amount, just 

over $2 million belongs to individuals 

and addresses within the City of Ameri-

can Fork.

The 2015 launch of the simpli-

fied mycash.utah.gov website and up-

dated marketing campaign fueled a 107 

percent increase in Utah’s paid claims 

volume. The new website makes it easi-

er for residents to search for – and col-

lect – money that might be theirs. In 

2015 alone, a record $22.5 million was 

paid out to owners or descendants of 

owners who filed claims.

Either 

way checking to see if you’ve lost prop-

erty is simple, easy and something eve-

ryone should do for themselves, their 

families and friends - especially this 

holiday season.” 

 

Along with all states across the nation, 

Utah adopted the Uniform Unclaimed 

Property Act (1956) – ensuring aban-

doned or lost property of its citizens is 

turned over to State government – not 

kept by companies, employers, service 

providers and others.  Companies with 

unclaimed properties are required to 

transfer them each year to state govern-

ments.
